In this session they discussed about the
objective of the control strategy is to generate and distribute power in an interconnected system
as economically and reliably as possible while maintaining the frequency and voltage within
permissible limits. In order to keep any power system in steady state the flow of active and
reactive power must be checked. Today, in modern energy control centers the methods
developed for control of individual generations, and eventually control of large interconnections
are of critical importance. Modern Energy Control Centers (ECC) are equipped with on-line
computers performing all signal processing through the remote acquisition systems known as

supervisory control and data acquisition (SCADA) systems.
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
